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 A talk program on “Gandhi-Abedkar Relevance” was organized on 

Monday: 08-01-2024 under the auspices of University of Mysore, Center for 

Gandhi Studies, Gandhi Bhavan, Manasagangotri, Mysore.  

 

 The program started with the Constitution song. Internationally 

famous author, progressive thinker, Gandhian philosopher Ramachandra Guha 

spoke in an interaction with Mahatma Gandhi - Dr. B.R. Although Ambedkar's 

thoughts may seem different, they are essentially the same. He said that 

nowadays it is necessary for the youth to embrace both according to the 

present. Ambedkar is 27 years younger than Gandhiji. There is a generation 

gap between the two. While untouchability was an external feeling for Gandhi, 

it was an internal experience for Ambedkar. While Gandhiji believed in God, 

Ambedkar made logic and ideas the source of thought. Rahim also had a place 

in Mahatma Gandhi's concept of utopia. But now the situation is different. 

Peace of mind requires religion as well as peace. On the occasion, Guha 

recalled Ambedkar's warning in his last speech to Parliament that it should not 

be politicized.

 Sahiti Devanur Mahadeva, who was present in the program, said that 

there were differences in some issues between the contemporaries of 

"Gandhiji-Abedkar". The urgent need of the day is to reconcile them without 

resorting to idle discussion. Look at latter day Gandhi, latter day Ambedkar. 

Caste should be transcended and not reinforced. On this occasion, he 

expressed his opinion that we should live according to the present. Gandhi 

continued to say that he was an eternal Hindu and finally said that tolerance 

and love were his religion. Ambedkar followed Karunya Buddhism in his last 

days. He said that we should realize that both have the same meaning.
