Honorable Vice-Chancellor Prof. N.K. Loknath who inaugurated the program by 

watering the plant. Said that Gandhi was a preacher and social reformer who 

contributed his own contribution in building an ideal society. Their thoughts are 

timeless. Philosophers like Gandhi, Basava, Ambedkar, Kuvempu have conveyed to 

the people the fundamental ideas in very simple language through their doctrines 

and vachanas for a healthy society. We have to commemorate the thoughts of such 

gentlemen by organizing special lectures, seminars and conferences. Today's youth 

has reached a state where they have lost their human values because they are 

seduced by 4G and 5G. Instead of this, he said on this occasion that youths should be 

seduced by books that narrate the histories of Gandhiji and other great men. In the 

Vachana movement of the 12th century, Basavanna revolutionized almost casteless, 

classless, gender discrimination. Gandhian philosophies are also timeless. Famous 

physicist Albert Einstein became a European who liked India's Gandhiji because of his 

respect for Gandhiji. This shows how Gandhiji influenced foreign countries as well. He 

concluded his inaugural speech by saying that Gandhi Bhavan should organize more 

such quality functions.

Cultural thinker Mr. Shankar Devanur, who came and spoke as a resource 

person, like a plant planted in front of a house blossoms from the limitless 

atmosphere there and makes the surrounding environment beautiful. This is a law of 

nature. It is a good environmental gesture that the Honorable Vice-Chancellor started 

the program by watering the plant. It is a tragedy that the society which was 

supposed to be built on the basis of human values is built on the basis of caste, sect 

and class discrimination. The period of Basavadi sharanas, which took place in the 

12th century, is important. One of the verses said by Basavanna is a model for the 

ideal life of a man. The role of Sharanas is important in bringing the people from the 

lower castes into the mainstream of the society. At a time when women were 

confined to the kitchen, Vachana brought about a revolution. Vows and Vows have 

caused the full development of human power. Vachana literature transcends caste, 

class and denomination. Among the women who came there, Akkamahadevi, aidakki 

Lakkamma and many others who got a big name among the female poets inspired 

the women through their simple verses in a time when there was no wisdom. All the 

eyes and feet are you, Aiya Channabasava Mallikarjuna. In the 12th century, the 

sharanas, who spoke simple verses to appeal to the common people, made their own 

contribution in building an egalitarian society. Sharan's philosophy is the thought of 



life, heaven and hell are not different, achara is heaven and immorality is hell. The 

concept of movable is not a caste indicator but a philosophical one. When Basavanna 

once went to a Dalit village, when he asked a woman that he was thirsty and needed 

water, the woman said that she was a low caste. To that Basavanna's said mother 

that I have asked for Water from you and not your clan. Pottery made by a potter, oil 

made by a miner, and cotton grown together. It gives light to all. Buddha Guru 

explained the importance of the lamp of knowledge to dispel the darkness of this 

world.

Mahatma Gandhi is the embodiment of simplicity, Gandhi lived as an example 

to others in his actions and words. Principled non-violence can be seen in each of 

their struggles. In 1924, he participated in the Congress session of Belgaum and said 

that he is very happy to stand and speak today in the land of Basavanna. 

Basavanna's-Kayakattva, Gandhiji's-Dharmadarshitva become very relevant in 

contemporary context. It cannot be overstated that Basavanna's Kayakave Kailasa 

Gandhiji's concept of employment for working hands is the cornerstone of today's 

economic system. The famous economist Alfred Marshall once said this. Gandhiji did 

not explain economics in any doctrinal or academic way but explained it in a way that 

everyone could understand through his simple definition. That's why he was not only 



called an economist, Martin Luther King Jr., Nelson Mandela and many other famous 

thinkers have said that Gandhi is our inspiration. At present we are living our lives by 

comparing others which is wrong. He said that one should be influenced by 

experience and not be experience by influenced.
